Outstanding Undergraduate Student Award

Introduction:

The applicant must be an undergraduate student in the School of Agriculture, Human and Natural Sciences at  Tennessee State University. One outstanding student will be chosen from each department within the College and, one student will be chosen as the Outstanding Student for the College.
The Outstanding Undergraduate Student Award will be presented annually, when at least one nominee meets the requirements. If no applicant meets the requirements, the award will not be presented during that year. Students may win this award only once.
Award Process:

The awards selection committee will verify the accuracy of all information submitted and select a winner.

1. Grade Point Average:

Minimum undergraduate Grade Point Average of 3.0

3.00 - 3.25 = 1 point

3.26 - 3.50 = 2 points

3.51 - 3.75 = 4 points

3.76 - 4.00 = 6 points

2. Extracurricular activities:

Affiliations with professional/student organizations, offices held in professional organizations, offices held in Student Government Association, and community service.
Maximum of 6 points

3. References:

A minimum of three, and not more than five, evaluation forms from individuals who can evaluate the candidate's academic and/or service efforts. At least one reference must be from a faculty/staff member in a discipline other than that of the student.

Maximum of 6 points
4. Personal Statement:

             Brief personal statement concerning nominee’s current involvement in the profession and        
       vision for future contributions. 
             Maximum 6 points

5. Presentations:

Oral or poster presentations of research findings.
Maximum of 4 points
6. Awards:

Awards received as a result of school/departmental activities.

Maximum of 4 points

7. Publications:

Articles or abstracts from school/departmental research.
Maximum of 4 points
