· Students who complete the Associate of Applied Science (A.A.S.) degree in Early Childhood Education from Columbia State Community College and who transfer to Tennessee State University must enroll in sixteen (16) additional general education core credit hours in the following areas: Humanities, Social/Behavioral Sciences, History, and Natural Science.
