low resolution. The map includes NASA Blue Marble: Next Generation 500m resolution imagery

at small scales (above 1:1,000,000), i-cubed 15m eSAT imagery at medium-to-large scales (down to
1:70,000) for the world. The map also includes i-cubed Nationwide Prime 1m or better resolution
imagery for the contiguous United States. I-cubed Nationwide Prime is a seamless, color mosaic of
various commercial and government imagery sources, including Aerials Express 0.3 to 0.6m
resolution imagery for metropolitan areas and the best available United States Department of
Agriculture (USDA) National Agriculture Imagery Program (NAIP) imagery and enhanced versions of
United States Geological Survey (USGS) Digital Ortho Quarter Quad (DOQQ) imagery for other areas.



Purpose

This booklet contains high resolution imagery maps of Centennial Park, Nashville. The maps were
produced to help identify trees in the park. Nearly 1,690 trees from 105 different tree species were
identified and their locations have been precisely geocoded in the maps. Urban park trees are known for

providing aesthetic value, shade, habitat for wildlife, wind and noise reduction, energy cost savings,

remove air pollutants and store carbon in the soil. The authors hope this booklet will serve as a guide for

the public, educators, and anyone with an interest in identifying trees in Centennial Park.

Take exit 206 to merge onto 1-440 E toward Knoxville
Take exit 1 toward US-70S E/West End Ave (0.2 mi)
Turn left onto Murphy Rd (0.3 mi)

Turn left onto West End Ave (0.7 mi)

Park will be on the left

From Interstate 40 East

Keep left to stay on 1-40 W, follow signs for Huntsville/Memphis/Interstate 65 S (1.9 mi)
Take exit 209A toward US-70/US-70S/US-431/Broadway (0.2 mi)

Merge onto 13" Ave S (308 ft)

Turn left onto Broadway (0.3 mi)

Continue onto West End Ave (1.1 mi)

Park will be on the right

From Interstate 65 North

Stay slight right to stay on I1-65 S (signs for 1-40 W/Huntsville/Memphis
