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Amount: Tuition and Room & Board for four year period
Criteria: Out of State high school graduate with a 3.5 High School GPA Un-weighted and 25 ACT or 1130
SAT (Verbal and Math) and no prior college attendance

Building Bridges Grant
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Amount: Tuition and Room & Board for four year period

Criteria: State of Tennessee high school graduate with a 2.5 High School GPA Un-weighted and 19 ACT or
900 SAT (Verbal and Math); and no prior college attendance; Must also be from one of the following
Tennessee counties: Cheatham, Davidson, Dickson, Robertson, Rutherford, Shelby, Sumner, Warren,
Williamson, or Wilson

Academic Work Scholarship
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Amount: Tuition for four year period and $150.00 per semester for books

Criteria: State of Tennessee high school graduate with a 2.9 High School GPA Un-weighted and 19 ACT or
900 SAT (Verbal and Math) and no prior college attendance

Additional requirements: If awarded, student must work on campus 75 hours per semester;

FAFSA expected contribution of $4,000 or less; or pursuing a degree in a STEM discipline such as
engineering, math, biology, nursing, etc.
