Captain Robert V. Compton III is an Assistance Professor in the 
Reserve Officer Training Corps (AFROTC), at Tennessee State 
University, Nashville Tennessee. As the Detachment Operations 
Flight Commander, he is responsible for the oversight of the Cadet 
Wing and AFROTC training through a comprehensive program at 
Tennessee State University and 11 cross-town universities.

Upon returning 
from this deployment, Captain Compton was assigned as the Flight Commander for an imagery 
collection team at the 24th Intelligence Squadron, managing strike validation and high-priority 
missions across USCENTCOM and USAFRICOM. He was then tasked to lead a 
DevOps team at the 693rd Intelligence Support Squadron, developing tools and applications for 
intelligence functions. After departing Germany, Captain Compton was assigned to the 16th Air 
Force (AFCYBER) staff in the Intelligence Planning & Strategy Division. His team provided 
intelligence support to offensive cyber operations and information warfare. During this assignment, 
he was deployed to the 603rd Air Operations Center for contingency operations, he managed air 
intelligence collection execution for USAFE/AFAFRICA operations. Most recently, Captain 
Compton was by-name requested to serve as the Executive Officer to the Director of Intelligence, 
managing communications and administrative functions for 130 personnel across the directorate.
