Registration Purges (5.06.01.2) 



POLICY 

Students registering for classes must pay all designated fees and charges by the stipulated due date unless extensions have been approved through authorized deferments. The classes of students who do not clear all fees and charges will be deleted in accordance with the provisions of this policy and procedure. All students with unpaid or non-deferred balances greater than $100.00 are purged. Exceptions as recommended by President of Finance and Accounting, the Director of Financial Aid and the Dean of Enrollment Management.
Purges are to occur on the following dates:

· The last business day before the first day of late registration for Fall , Spring and Summer terms; 
· Three (3) business days after late registration prior to the fourteenth(14th) calendar day (to remove classes of non-paying pre-registrants); 
· The fourteenth (14th) calendar day of classes for Fall, Spring and Summer terms (to meet THEC 14th day requirement and non- paying Special Deferments); 

· Three business days following registration for the second Summer session (to purge classes for non-paying students registering for second-session classes); 

· Other times as recommended by the Bursar after consulting with the Associate Vice President of Finance and Accounting, the Director of Financial Aid and the Dean of Admissions and Records.
