POLICY

A student paying enrollment fees with a check that is dishonored must redeem it within ten calendar days from the date of the University’s notification letter. A notice will be sent by the Bursar’s Office to the student no more than three working days from receiving the non-sufficient funds (NSF) check from the bank. Separate letters will be used for credit card transactions, but all provisions of this policy and procedure apply to these transactions, also. Five calendar days after expiration of the ten-day period given to redeem the check, the University will pursue additional collection efforts deemed necessary and cancel the student’s enrollment. Enrollment fees, including returned check fines and late registration fees, if applicable, will be reversed and the student will not be considered enrolled at the University. Classes canceled in accordance with this policy cannot be reinstated unless it is determined there has been a University or bank error.

A returned check will cause a student to become ineligible to make payment by check thereafter from his/her account or any other person’s personal account for a period of one year (e.g., a check dishonored during the Fall term will generate a hold through the end of the subsequent Fall term). A record of individuals who have written bad checks will be maintained by the Bursar’s Office.
