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POLICY

Participant support costs are direct costs for items such as stipends or subsistence allowances, travel allowances and registration fees paid to or on behalf of participants or trainees in connection with meetings, conferences, symposia or training projects.  The National Science Foundation (NSF) restricts the use of funds awarded for participant costs and has the most restrictive policies governing the expenditure and reporting of these costs, therefore, this policy is based on NSF requirements.  

Funds provided for participant support may not be used for other categories of expense without the specific prior written approval of the sponsor.  Therefore, the University will account for participant support costs separately in the University’s accounting system.
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
