This website gives detailed information about the toxic chemicals that are within a specific area using data from the U.S. EPA’s toxic release inventory (TRI). The TOXMAPS on this website gives information on topics such as TRI facility maps, TRI chemical release maps, and TRI chemical trends maps. This website allows for chemical release trends to be tracked, therefore acknowledging whether the releases are increasing or decreasing in a particular area.

This website is useful for environmental research because of the information that is provided, such as:

· TRI facility maps-

·  information on all the facilities that have reported to the EPA, including all the annual reports on the release of chemicals into the environment for both on and off- site facilities.

· TRI chemical release maps- 
· information on the yearly amount of chemicals that are released on- site at a specific facility.

· The maps for the chemical releases are color coded to represent the amount that was released into the environment. 

· This website also allows for maps that show the releases of chemicals in comparison to other facilities across the US. 

· TRI chemical trend maps-

·  information regarding the changes in reported on- site release amounts for a specific chemical.  

· Superfund maps-

·  information on the federal government sponsored effort to help clean up land in the U.S. that has been contaminated with hazardous waste and chemicals. 

· The areas are being restored because of the potential risks to human health and to the environment.
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
