· State Fact Sheets- 

· information includes reported disposal of waste management facilities, both on and off site disposal amounts (in pounds), recycled products, and landfill information.

· Waste transport reports- 

· information regarding the type of waste or chemicals transported within a particular state, 

· the amount of transported material, and

· the facility the material was sent to within the state.

· Waste quantity reports- 

· data such as recycling amounts both on and off site facilities,

· energy recovered and treated waste for both on and off site facilities, 

·  the total amounts of waste sent to off- site disposal facilities such as injection wells, and landfills.
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
