Degree Requirements, B.A. in History
Total Credit Hours and Grade Point Average
The Bachelor of Arts requires a minimum of 120 semester hours, including 42 semester hours of upper-division (3000 and 4000-level) courses.  The minimum cumulative grade point average is 2.00.  Remedial or Developmental courses are not applicable toward the credit hours or grade point average required for the degree.

Residence
Twenty-five percent of the minimum hours required for the degree must be completed at Tennessee State University, and 24 of the last 30 hours must be completed in residence.  Upon matriculation at the University, courses to be taken at another institution must be approved in writing by the head of the Department of History, Geography and Political Science and the Dean of the College of Arts and Sciences.
