History is in its second year of piloting a new major field exam.  We have significantly more students from which to analyze our assessment tool as well as our assessment process.  

We are in the process of having our instrument for assessment approved and are working with Dr. Looney on this.  We have also identified outside reviewers of the assessment tool and forwarded those to Dr. Looney as well.  

Several recommendations were made for History during the academic audit.  One that we will most likely act on more quickly than the others is the recommendation to move World Civilization out of the Humanities General Education requirement.  This would be more in line with recent changes in the history requirement at TBR schools.  Efforts are also underway to improve the physical classroom spaces in Crouch Hall through a Title III proposal that Dr. Quain has had accepted.  A rough survey of building needs was completed recently as the first phase in that change.

Student Learning Outcomes for History:

SLO 1  Demonstrate and apply a comprehensive and accurate understanding of major topics, themes, and developments in U.S. and world history.

SLO 4  Conduct thorough historical research with recourse to both primary and secondary sources, and advance original historical arguments in a well-written essay with appropriate use and citation of these sources.
WRITE:  In spring 2010, 70% of students enrolled in HIST 2010,2020, and/or 2030 completed the course with a C or better.  In fall 2010, 69% of the students enrolled in these courses earned a C or better.  In spring 2011, as part of the WRITE Program implementation, successful completion of both ENGL 1010 and 1020 with a C or better became a prerequisite for enrolling HIST 2010…  For Spring 2011, 77%of students enrolled in these sophomore history courses completed the courses with a C or better.  For fall 2011, 74.1% completed with a C or better (569 of 768 students)  For spring 2012, 62.6% completed with a C or better.

Improvement Plan:  Better enforcement of pre-requisite. 
ePortfolio:  Only Bertrand, Bobo, and Brown had 100% or nearly 100%.  McClain and Schmeller had spotty participation.  Oyebade and Williams only had nominated students.  Many did not have the scoring rubric.

Improvement Plan:  A new step has been added that will allow students to share with instructors so we can check if students are submitting to the portfolio.  (New directions are forthcoming)  ePortfolio is also to become available to students outside of specific courses.
