3. Additional Agreements. Before activities arising from this MOU are implemented, the parties may be required to enter into separate activity agreements based on mutually agreed upon objectives and outcomes. Such agreements may include, without limitation, budgets and sources of finances, specific responsibilities, and schedules. Moreover, the parties shall not exchange money, assess costs, or charge fees in connection with this MOU.

5. Additional Terms.

a. Term. This MOU shall be effective as of the date of the last signature below and remain in effect for a period of _____ year(s).

b. Termination. This MOU may be terminated by either party upon at least thirty (30) days’ written notice to the other party.

c. Governing Law. This MOU shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Tennessee, without regard to its conflict of law provisions.
d. Enforceability and Liability. This MOU is not a legally binding agreement and shall not be construed as creating any legally binding rights or obligations on the part of either party. No party shall be liable to the other party under this MOU for any claims or losses. The sole remedy for breach of this MOU shall be immediate termination. Each party is an independent legal entity, and nothing in this MOU shall create an employment or agency relationship between the parties.

e. Modification. This MOU may be modified only by a written amendment signed by the parties hereto.

f. Non-Discrimination. The parties agree to comply with all applicable state and federal laws pertaining to discrimination. No person shall be excluded from participation in, be denied benefits of, or otherwise be subjected to discrimination in the performance of this MOU on the grounds of handicap or disability, age, race, color, religion, sex, national origin, or any other classification protected by law.

g. Confidentiality. If either party gains knowledge or has access to confidential information of the other party, such party shall treat the other party’s confidential information as confidential to the extent permitted by applicable law. Each party receiving confidential information shall use the same care to prevent disclosure of such confidential information as each party uses with respect to its own confidential information; provided that, in any case, each party shall not use less than the care a reasonable person would use under similar circumstances.
h. Entire Agreement. This MOU shall constitute the entire agreement between the parties relating to the subject matter contained herein. This MOU supersedes any and all prior understandings, representations, negotiations, and agreements between the parties, whether written or oral.
